From co-operation to symbiosis – partnership between school libraries and public libraries in Fredericia
In order to make the citizens of Fredericia experience relationship between all libraries in the municipality, these are to be connected in a way that is meaningful for the citizens. They must be connected by a common thread. The connecting thread runs from linguistic stimulation in health care and nurseries, to cultural experiences and learning in school libraries and public libraries, to education in high schools and further on through life, stimulating lifelong learning. The connecting thread will be the symbol of a joint vision and a joint objection for connected libraries. The thread is interlaced by joy of reading, passion of learning and need of cultural experiences.
To achieve this goal, the task of developing both public libraries and school libraries has been given to the public library. The development has among other things required establishing a pedagogical development department in the public library.
